Funding Process 

• Completed applications received on or prior to deadline shall be reviewed and scored by committee 
through June of each year. 

• Applicants are asked to participate in the Pride Volunteer Grant Program in order to ensure eligibility. 
• Ineligible applicants and incomplete submissions will be notified in writing no later than July of each 

year.
